After exploring the enormous wealth and business opportunities in India, the British merchants
formed a trading company called 'East India Company' on 31st December, 1600 AD. This company
was accorded permission and protection by the Queen of Britain to do trade in India. Captain
William Hawkins reached India on behalf of the British Crown in 1609 AD. He met the Mughal ruler
Jahangirand persuaded him to avail concessions in trading for the British. Meanwhile Thomas Roe
cametolndiaintheyear 1615 AD.The East India Company was offered few concessions in trade by
the Mughal rule. Apartfrom Surat port, it was allowed to trade through Bengal also.

The East India Company took advantage of these trade concessions and established its units at
Surat and Calcutta. Soon the company understood the shortcomings such as strife among the
rulers and started expanding its tentacles. The company not only started abusing the exemption
given by the Mughal power but also started interfering in Indian political affairs. They began to
recruitlocal soldiers too.

These developments led to the famous war Battle of Plassey in 1757 which was fought between
the East India Company and the army of Siraj-ud-Daula, the Nawab of Bengal. Conspiracy and
treason defeated Siraj-ud-daula. And that was the period from when the East India Company
declareditself as therulers of Indiawhich began as atrading company.

Since the company's policy from day one was to earn maximum gain through Sam-Dam-Dand-
Bheda.The same attitude reflected in their policy in ruling the country too. The Mughal rule as the
central authority in the country remained for name sake. Many princely states were fighting
among themselves during this period. Taking advantage of this, East India Company spread its
wings in many parts of the country.

The company started interfering in the religious, social, economic and administrative activities of
the country, which became the reason for the movements to start against the Company'’s rule.
Even before the first freedom struggle which is considered to have happened in 1857, there were
several movements in the country. These included the Fakir movement in Bengal (1776-77), the
Sanyasi movement (1770-1820), the Palyagar movement (1801-1805), the Vellore movement
(1806), the Nayak movement (1806), the Travancore movement (1808), the Chero movement
(1802). ), Bareilly-Aligarh Movement (1816-1817), Paikas Movement of Orissa (1821), Kittur
Movement (1824), Ahom Movementin Assam (1824), Paland Coorg Movement (1832-37), Bahabi
Movement(1830-31), Gond movement(1833-57), Kol movement (1824-1850) were prominent.

Though the era of legalised agitations were on, parallel political violence was also happening in
the background, which resulted in the reaction of the autocratic and arbitrary actions of the
British rulers.There was a strong reaction to the merciless treatment of the authorities towards the
public affected by the plague epidemic and the autocratic policies of Governor General Lord
Curzon in Bombay Presidency. The first political assassination occurred in 1897, when the

Chapekar brothers, Vasudeo, Balkrishna and Damodar, executed two British officers. They were
hanged to death.

The Bengal partition agitation which was also known as Vande Matharam revolution brought in
the sentiment of the Swadeshi Movement and instigated the boycott of British and foreign goods
and clothes. But the impatience of the people could not be contained only by such peaceful
methods of agitation and found outlet in involving themselves in revolutionary Movements. In
Calcutta, Pramathnath Mitra formed the Anushilan Samiti and Biren Ghosh formed the Jugantar.
Similarly, Damodar Savarkar had formed a revolutionary organization named Abhinav Bharat
Society in 1904. The Mitra Mela in Nasik, Bharat Mata Association in South India and the secret
societies mushrooming elsewhere began to spearhead the revolutionary movement all over the
country. The patriots paid the price with their blood. Khudi Ram Bose was hanged in Muzaffarpur
and Anant Laxman Kanherein Nasik for killing Britishers.

Non-Cooperation Movement - 1920

The Non-cooperation Movement launched by Gandhiji in 1921 revealed a new path for India. It
became a mighty torrent with a blend of various reasons. It was hon-payment of taxes at Guntur,
non-payment of illegal cess to Zamindars of Rai Barellie and Faizabad in Uttar Pradesh, non-
payment of chowkidari by Adivasis of Chotta Nagpur, removal of corruption in administration of
Gurudwaras in Punjab, boycott of courts and educational institutions in all corners. Leading
lawyers like Moti Lal Nehru, C. R. Das, Sardar Vallabh Bhai Patel and Dr. Rajendra Prasad gave up
theirlucrative legal practice for the cause of the nation.
